Chairman Page announced that 62 years ago, DrndadficCauley Harris started a school to
prepare youth for successful business careers. sdiaol eventually became Durham Business
College and then finally Durham College. The tveayschool was nationally accredited as a
junior college and trained students in many aregh ®s accounting, business administration,
computer science, and medical technology betwedii 28d 1980 when it closed.

Alumni gathered on June 26, 27, and 28 in Durharhold a reunion and to celebrate thd%?2
Anniversary of the founding of the college. A peonation was prepared at the group’s request.

WHEREAS, in 1970, the college was licensed by tletiN Carolina Board of Education. In
1971 the name was changed to Durham College, amddhool was accredited as a junior
college for business by the Association of Indegen¢olleges and Schools; and

WHEREAS, in 1972, the institution was accreditedtfy Southern Association as a candidate
for regional accreditation and, in 1973, re-licehbg the NC Board of Education to award the
Associate in Applied Science (AAS) in all two-ygmograms; and

WHEREAS, Dr. James W, Hill, the school’s seconelspient, expanded the college curriculum
to establish accredited programs in laboratory rietiins and court reporting, in addition to
education in accounting, business administratiamputer science, medical technology, and
liberal arts; and

WHEREAS, hundreds of proud Durham College graduatesvell respected and making a great
impact in various professions throughout their camities:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that I, Michael Dag®e, Chairman of the Durham
County Board of Commissioners, do hereby proclaatuf@lay, June 27, 2009, as

‘DURHAM COLLEGE DAY”

Recognition of 104" Anniversary of North Carolina Central University’'s Charter Day

Chairman Page stated that North Carolina Centralddsity (NCCU) would commemorate
“Charter Day” on June 3D The occasion marks the d@nniversary of the signing of the
articles of incorporation of the precursor of tlb@ol, the National Religious Training School,
and Chautauqua for the Colored Race.

Founder James E. Shepard considered other locdborss institution, but the support of the
merchants of Durham and the Duke family led toesiblishment of NCCU in Durham County
just outside the City limits. During the years, MoCarolina Central University and Durham
County have forged a strong partnership to helpravg the lives of the people of this
community. The institution opened its doors on JUly 1910 and would be chartered on June
30, 2009.

The “Charter Day” event at B. N. Duke Auditoriunt $&r 10:00 a.m. would mark the opening
ceremony of the celebration of NCCU’s Centenniahivactivities.

PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS, in 1909, Dr. James Edward Shepard chaktdre National Religious Training
School and Chautauqua for the Colored Race, ami fiamble beginnings, the institution
opened to students on July 5, 1910; and

WHEREAS, the Durham Merchants Association and blhokiness leaders Dr. Aaron M.

Moore, Mr. John Merrick, and educator Mr. William. ®earson raised $25,000 for the
institution, and along with land donated by phitaopist Brodie Leonidas Duke, the school was
located on 25 acres just outside the city limit®afham in the Hayti community; and

WHEREAS, in 1915, the school was sold then reomghi becoming the National Training
School; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly in 1923 appropri&weding to buy and maintain the school
as a publicly supported institution; and
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WHEREAS, in 1925, the school was chosen by the NG€neral Assembly to become the
nation’s first state-supported liberal arts collefge African Americans and named North
Carolina College for Negroes; and

WHEREAS, in 1947, the N.C. General Assembly chantied name of the school to North
Carolina College at Durham and then to North CaeoCentral University in 1969; and

WHEREAS, North Carolina Central University becameyat of The University of North
Carolina system in 1972; and

WHEREAS, its leaders have been legendary, beginmitly Dr. Shepard from 1910-1947,
followed by notables including Dr. Alfonso Elderr.5amuel P. Massie, Dr. Albert N. Whiting,
Dr. LeRoy T. Walker, Dr. Tyronza R. Richmond, Attey Julius L. Chambers, Dr. James H.
Ammons, and Dr. Charlie Nelms; and

WHEREAS, over the years, this storied universitys lmoduced more than 40,000 alumni
including teachers, lawyers, social workers, arigeoprofessionals continuing a legacy that will
be perpetual nationally and internationally:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that I, Michael Dage, Chairman of the Durham
